O. Consumable and Accessories: Equipment should be supplied along with appropriate 

reagents, consumables, spares, preventive maintenance kits and accessories for routine 

operations of 2 years. The requirement of these supplies for samples would be given to 

bidder on six monthly basis or on mutually agreeable dates. 

 

P. Training: Basic training on operation/maintenance to be arranged by the bidder after 

installation of the equipment along with calibration development to be done for 

parallel/alternate milk products. The advance training on these should be conducted as per 

the request from end user, on mutually agreeable dates.
